Departure & Return Times

· Return: We will leave Thorpe Park at 5:00pm and aim to return to school between 6:00 – 6:30pm. Updates will be posted on the school’s Facebook page, and students may use their mobile phones to contact home.

What Students Need to Bring

· Food/snacks and drinks

· Spending money (Thorpe Park is now cashless, so a card will be required for any purchases)

· Sun cream (students must bring their own – staff are not allowed to provide this)

· Waterproof coat (in case of rain)

· Mobile phone (optional – brought at students' own risk; not covered by school insurance)

Students may wear non-uniform for the day.

Supervision & Safety

Students will be allowed to explore the park in groups of three or more. Staff members will be stationed around the park, and there will always be a member of staff in each area should students need assistance. Two scheduled check-ins with group leaders will take place during the day.

Travel Arrangements

Over 240 students will be attending, with six coaches transporting us. Please do not park along Little Heath Road near the front of school when dropping off or collecting your child, as the coaches will need clear access to this area.
